Mid Columbia Chapter Board of Governors Meeting was held at the office of Meier Enterprises, Inc. on January 31, 2006.  Agenda items and decisions follow:

Highlight of Action Items:

1. Secretary's report

A) The minutes of the November Board of Governors meeting were amended during the meeting.  A motion was made by Bing Liu and seconded by Jay Ashbaugh to approve the amended minutes.  Motion passed.

C) Bing Liu made a motion to nominate Dr. Sriram Somasundaram as the ASHRAE nominee for 2005 Tri-City Engineer of the Year Award.  Michele Friedrich seconded the motion and the motion passed.  Bing Liu took the action to work with him to develop the submittal package.

D) The March 15th meeting was discussed.  It will not be held at the Richland Library.  The Mid-Columbia Chapter 25th Anniversary is this year.  It was suggested we invite the charter members to the March meeting and ask them to speak instead of Tracy Hanegan who would be scheduled for another date.  Cake would also be provided.  Lois Payne took the action to find a different location for this program.

E) The April 11, 2006 tour of the Food Processing Plant was discussed.  Milne is not the name of the Food Processing Plant and Michele reported there has been no update from IEEE or ASME about this tour.  Bing has tentatively lined up another speaker.

F) Dale Green reported that he and Jay Ashbaugh provided ideas to Bing Liu regarding the Green Building Workshop.  They agreed to provide any necessary paperwork to Bing Liu and that a ½ day workshop would be best.
G) The Alaska 2007 CRC meeting was discussed.  An option has been proposed to have the CRC on a 7-day Cruise from Vancouver, British Columbia to anchorage and back.  The President-Elect expressed some concerns about the impact on participation (3 days versus 7 days).  Approximately 80% are in favor of the Cruise.  It may require a commitment of 4 people from each chapter.  Bing Liu made a deal with another chapter who normally sends five members to count one of their members as our member, since we only budget for three members.
