Mid Columbia Chapter Board of Governors Meeting was held at the office of Meier Enterprises, Inc. on March 28, 2006.  Agenda items and decisions follow:

Highlight of Action Items:

· Jay Ashbaugh – Submit last year’s books with requested information to Steve Strecker for final audit.
· Jay Ashbaugh – Look into the idea of putting our money into an interest bearing account (money market and/or checking) and report your findings at our next BOG meeting.
· Jay Ashbaugh – Buy a power strip with a 10 foot cord (or 25 foot cord if available).
· Carl Brenneise – Obtain estimates for roster publishing and solicit for advertisements.
· Michele Friedrich – Bring sign-up sheet and ASHRAE membership forms to ASHRAE Satellite Broadcast, April 19, 2006.

1. Secretary's report
